At PRHC, that team consists 
of more than 100 expert 
medical professionals and 
physicians providing 24/7 
medical, surgical and cardiac 
care to PRHC’s patients and 
their families in the Intensive 
Care Unit. 

 “One of the most common 
issues we face in the ICU is 
the need to use mechanical 
ventilation to help many of 
our patients breathe, par-
ticularly in the case of acute 
respiratory distress,” says 
Dr. Bishop. “In fact, of the 
24 beds in our ICU, at any 
given time we could have as 
many ten patients depend-
ing on ventilators due to 
lung-related infections or 
inflammation.”

“Ventilators are a life-saver,” 
he says, “but there can be 
risks associated with being 

on them too long such as 
Ventilator Acquired Pneu-
monia (VAP). Preventing this 
condition requires expert 
team work. Our physicians 
and nurses work side by side 
with respiratory therapists 
to prevent this condition. In 
fact, the excellent reputa-
tion of our staff and the care 
they provide is demonstrated 
in the most practical terms 
when you keep in mind 
that PRHC’s ICU VAP rates 
are currently lower than the 
benchmark for the province.”

Dr. Bishop believes that 
providing expert care also 

requires highly specialized 
equipment.

“There are many risks we en-
counter when we’re treating 
critically-ill patients,” says Dr. 
Bishop. “Having access to 
the right equipment the mo-
ment a seriously-ill patient 
arrives is essential.”

What is an 
endowment?
An endowment is a pool of 
funds that are permanently 
set aside and invested to 
generate an annual and 
dependable source of 
support. They can be used 
for specific donor designated 
purposes or to support annual 
funding priorities. 

Expenditures are then made 
from the earnings while the 
principal remains intact. 
The funds are generally held 
in perpetuity, supporting and 
sustaining the hospital for 
generations to come.
